Modern slavery is used to describe 
situations when a person is 
involuntarily exploited through 
mental or physical threats or abuse 
for someone else’s benefit. They are 
controlled by an ‘employer’, 
dehumanized and treated as a 
commodity or bought and sold as 
‘property’. Restrictions are placed on 
the person’s freedom of movement 
through threats, confiscation of legal 
documents or physical restraint.
